Rabbi Berel Wein- noted scholar, historian, educator and raconteur - admired the world over for his lectures, books and now films - particularly on Jewish history. 

Nathan Lewin, Esq. - practiced law in the Supreme Court of the United States, all federal appellate circuits, and many United States District Courts. Lewin has engaged in trial and appellate litigation in federal and state courts for more than 45 years.
Rabbi Jonathan Rosenblum- is the director, spokesperson, and founder of Jewish Media Resources, an organization which attempts to clarify journalists' understanding of Haredi Jewish society.
Malcolm Hoenlein- is the executive vice chairman of the Conference of Presidents of Major American Jewish Organizations since June 1986. He is the founding executive director of the Greater New York Conference on Soviet Jewry and the Jewish Community Relations Council of New York.
Rabbi Yehoshua Hartman- a recognized expert on the teachings of the Maharal. He teaches in many Yeshivas and Seminaries throughout Israel.

Rabbi Paysach Krohn- noted author, mohel, and lecturer on topics related to ethics and spiritual growth.
Rabbi Mordechai Becher- Rabbi Becher is a Senior Lecturer for Gateways. He has co-authored two books on Jewish law and has responded to thousands of legal, ethical and philosophical questions on the “Ask the Rabbi.org” website.

Dr. Lisa Aiken- lives in Jerusalem, where she is a psychologist, author, public speaker, and licensed Israeli tour guide.
